Assessment has 
been completed. 

for student’s 
who have an IEP 
with a 
behavioral 
component.

to comply with 
Special 
Education policy, 
and to provide 
necessary 
interventions 
and resources 
to students. 
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Identifies a team 
developed with input 

from the family, 
connected to needs, & 

meets regularly. 

Has an 
identified 

district 
contact 

person and 
external 

resources 

listed. 

Explains 
actions 

related to 
quality of life 
and natural 

supports.

According to the TFI, a good BIP…
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Open your 
TFI to the 
last page. 

Has 
monthly 
reviews.

Explains 
access to 

Tier II

Developing a BIP?
Let’s discuss. 
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In the Beginning 
As the PBIS team, it may fall to you to help get BIPs rolling. 

IEP teams and counsloers will likely be involved, but you have to start somewhere.

First ask your school if you already use a BIP template.

If so, does it meet the TFI criteria?

Determine who will create the BIPs for existing FBAs.

Determine how teachers will be made aware of students using a BIP.
